A Study on the Scientific Meaning and Practice of China’s Public Economy

Abstract: This paper begins with the clarification of public —ownership and state —ownership, emphasizes the
scientific meaning of the public economy and analyzes the two typical socialist paths. Looking back at how the practice
of the socialist public economy developed, we can conclude that the state —owned sector of the economy has gone
through the Stalin mode, state—owned enterprise mode, state—owned shareholding mode and an integrated mode that
covers the above three modes. It should be noted that the reform of public economy has to break the confinement of the
state—owned sector of the economy and explore the way to reform the socialist public economy from a new angle.
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
